
Why care about these kids of 

Karansi, Tanzania?  Itôs a 

relatively small village ï 

maybe about the size of 

Bethlehem when Jesus was 

born.  No notables have 

come from Karansi.  (YET)  

 Karansi is not the power 

center of Tanzania.  It does 

have a Stock Market.  But 

rather than selling shares of 

Coca Cola or AT&T, this 

market deals more in live 

chickens and goats.  There is 

now a bank that is opera-

tional and it is beginning to 

make loans.  Finance is hap-

pening ï business is begin-

ning. 

Tanzania does have some 

large cities, like Dar es Sa-

laam and even Arusha where 

our partner, Imara, is based.  

Nevertheless, most of the 

population of Tanzania 

comes from rural settings ï 

like Karansi.  Even national 

leaders tend to come from 

the ñBush.ò 

Karansi may be a little town 

- but it has a church with a 

pastor with a big vision.  

Pastor Wariaeli Maphie 

moved to Karansi some ten 

years ago as God put on his 

heart a special desire to 

serve the poor, orphaned 

and marginalized of the 

community.  In the begin-

ning Pastor Wariaeli was 

viewed suspiciously and 

some even attempted to run 

him out of town.  But Pastor 

Wariaeli was faithful to the 

vision that God had given 

him, to lead the church to 

serve the widows and or-

phans of the community.  

He envisioned the establish-

ment of an English based 

Christian School that would 

change the viewpoint of the 

village for educating their 

children.  He saw the estab-

lishment of a safe zone 

where children could come 

and play and be nourished in 

love and in Godôs Word.  

Pastor Wariaeli is a firm 

believer that Jesus came to 

bring good news to the poor 

and release to the captive. 

Karansi has its fair share of 

poverty but in contrast to 

many parts of Africa ï there 

is a new hope for the chil-

dren and their families and 

as is now so apparent ï for 

the entire community.  The 

church is the center of the 

town and a wellspring of 

fresh water ï even in times 

of drought.  The beauty of 

working in Karansi is that it 

is small enough to make the 

degree of change visible.  

Transformation of a commu-

nity is clearly occurring and 

the Church is seen as a 

change agent bringing the 

good news ï not only in 

words ï but also in deed 

bringing the Word to Life.

Itôs His Call by Tim Neet  

Carl Wilhelm, once leader 

of Global Outreach, sensed 

that God was calling Pe-

rimeter Church to minister 

and serve in Africa.  

Church growth in Africa 

was far outpacing the 

capacity of the church to 

grow and develop lead-

ers.  It was estimated that 

the church needed a 

minimum of 400 new 

pastors every day to 

handle the moving of 

Godôs spirit in the hearts of 

the people. 

Over the years Perimeter 

Teams encountered opportu-

nities to equip over 2500 

pastors and churches and  

recently completed a 2 year 

seminar on Disci-

pleship for 100 

select pastors and 

womenôs leaders.  

Yet, along the 

way Short Term 

Journey partici-

pants started ask-

ing ï ñCanôt we 

go back to the 
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same location and develop long term rela-

tionships?ò  ñIs there a way that we could go 

deep in a community and help a church to 

bring the life transforming love of Christ?ò 

The Holy Spirit continued to nudge peopleôs 

hearts as He taught our teams amazing les-

sons through the lives of the Tanzanians.  

In the beginning we were unaware of 

what God had in store as He began the proc-

ess of shaping hearts to be more like His.  He 

led us to Mike & Lindall Rothery and Pastor 

Wariaeli and then to the village of Karansi.  

He brought on board Godsave and many 

other servants into the Imara Organization, 

and he brought us orphans and widows and 

children with many needs ï but with so much 

potential. 

God has used many different people from 

Perimeter in bringing His Kingdom to Tanza-

nia.  Brothers and Sisters in Christ have all 

used their varied and different skills and pas-

sions to bring light into darkness.  As we 

listened to His call ï we also learned much 

about ourselves, and Godôs desire to not only 

receive Worship ï but for us to also love and 

serve others.  Working and serving in Tanza-

nia is simply a matter of obedience, having 

listened and responded to Godôs call ï and 

then best of all just watching Him work.

David Boy reported , ñI, along with four 

fellow teachers, moved back to Arusha 

on Monday and spent our days in the 

village of Likamba, working with a 

school that is seeking to emulate the 

success of the school that Perimeter 

helped begin in the village of Karansi. 

 Based on our four day exposure I can 

say with confidence, "so far, so good." 

 The school now is adding a grade each 

year and is up to the fifth grade, or Stan-

dard Five as it is referred to in Tanza-

nia.  The teachers are extremely dedi-

cated and not well compensated.  The 

average teacher at Likamba Integrity 

School makes makes less than 

$150/month and one teacher even leaves 

home at 5:30AM for a two hour journey, 

which includes a bus ride and a four 

milewalk.   

I observed several math and science 

classes and was impressed with the 

quality of education that these children 

are receiving. They receive a morning 

snack of porridge and a lunch of rice 

and some form of protein.  I was told 

that many of the children are motivated 

by the food to start attending.  This was 

Each year a group of Teachers,  mostly 

from Perimeter Christian School, journey 

to Tanzania to continue the process of 

equipping teachers in the Karansi Chris-

tian School. This year they also branched 

out to a new Imara School in the village 

of Likamba.  Jana Mock wrote the fol-

lowing regarding the trip. 

ñI am amazed as the children in Likamba 

walk over mountains to get to school and 

when they get there they are joyful and 

eager to learn.  They love their teachers 

and work so hard at school.  They under-

stand what a gift it is for them to have 

teachers who love the Lord and love them 

and at the end of the day the teachers 

have to tell them to go home.  They have 

so little material things, but they are joy-

ful and their worship is genuine.   

It makes me sad when I realize that there 

are so many things that take my gaze off 

of the beauty and goodness of the Lord.  I 

always go to Tanzania thinking that I 

have something to offer my brothers and 

sisters in Christ and I always come back 

realizing I am the one who needs to be 

changed.  To be relational, hospitable, 

only began in the last year and ab-

sences are rare. At both the beginning 

and end of classes the students gather 

and sing worship songs and recite the 

Lord's Prayer. It was amazing to see 

the joy in these young children whose 

school doesn't even have water or elec-

tricity. 

It will take a while to process all that I 

experienced on this, my fifth trip to 

Tanzania.  One thing I know for sure is 

that our God has many people who love 

Him deeply even though materially 

speaking they might have very little.  It 

reminds me that my greatest joy should 

never come from what I own but from 

the assurance that He loves me, despite 

my sin.  Thank you for allowing me to 

be reminded of this again.ò
