The men of the village 

(primarily the fathers of the 

children) have taken an 

active role in many ways 

both at the project itself, 

and the daily activities in 

the village. 

The HIV/AIDS ministry 

has grown both in numbers 

and in stature in TZ, and it 

is now recognized as one of 

the best faith based HIV 

ministries in Arusha, and 

this is beginning to be no-

ticed across Tanzania. 

Life on Life Missional 

Discipleship has success-

fully been given to 65 lead-

ers in TZ including Pastors, 

Bishops, and Women 

Leaders from all around 

TZ.  The next phase will be 

Coaching them as they 

grow their groups over the 

next year.  Truly, lives 

have and will be changed 

in amazing ways. 

While we are working with 

them to ultimately become 

self-sustaining, today our 

financial assistance is still 

needed as we continue to 

walk along side these spe-

cial leaders and future lead-

ers (the children) in Tanza-

nia.  Please pray how God 

might be calling you to be 

a part of the continuing 

support required for this 

ministry.

Child Sponsorship - Continues to be the 

vehicle for funding our work in Karansi.   

But as that work grows, and its impact 

multiplies, so also does our need for 

funding.  We now have a full school and 

we need every student covered by a spon-

sor to stay financially viable. 

Beginning in 2010 we will need to in-

crease our standard sponsorship of chil-

dren in Project Child  to $38 per month.  

While this will now match the Compas-

sion International  fee, your contribution 

to Project Child also provides significant 

funding for the School.  (Please note that 

it is not required that you pay the in-

crease, as we do understand the difficult 

economic times and would not want any 

sponsor to feel they should cease their 

sponsorship  due to this increase.  Please 

give what you feel called to give.) 

When Doug Mumma, who serves us con-

tinually in Perimeter Accounting, sends 

out the next commitment statementðhe 

will include the $38 per month adjust-

sors.  Please help us find these sponsors 

by referring candidates to Miriam John-

son.
