It was my great privilege 

and delight to meet Hosi-

ana on a recent trip to the 

village of Karanse in Tan-

zania.  Hosiana is 13 and 

just completed her Stan-

dard 7 exam.  She is anx-

iously awaiting results and 

looks forward to the possi-

bility of moving on to Sec-

ondary School.  Fred and 

Rita Smith, Hosiana’s 

sponsors, asked if I would 

take to her a greeting from 

them. 

When Hosiana and I sat 

down at a table in the din-

ing hall in Karanse to visit, 

her excitement was appar-

ent.  But, it was nothing 

compared to the expression 

on her face when I handed 

her a small photo album the 

Smith’s had prepared for 

her containing pictures of 

their family, friends, pets, 

beautiful flowers and more.  

Finally she was able to 

connect visually with the 

people she had come to 

know through sponsorship! 

People far away that this 

little girl prays for regu-

larly and appreciates daily. 

Along with the picture 

album, the Smith’s had 

written a two page letter to 

Hosiana asking about her 

life, letting her know that 

she is thought of, prayed 

for, and cared for.  As she 

read the letter out loud to 

me – in perfect English I 

might add – I don’t recall 

seeing such delight on a 

child’s face since my 

nieces and nephews were 

small.  The first thing 

Hosiana did upon reading 

the letter from her sponsors 

was to begin using the 

notebook they had sent to 

write a letter back, ampli-

fied by drawings from her 

heart. 

While I was touched by 

Hosiana’s pleasure in re-

ceiving such a special con-

nection with her sponsors 

on that Sunday during our 

visit, I was simply awe-

struck by what happened 

the following Tuesday.

Tuesday was our medical teams last day in Karanse.  Late in the 

day one of our Perimeter team members came to get me in the 

pharmacy where I had been working all day in our clinic.  She 

said that a little girl had been waiting outside all afternoon for 

me to come out so that she could give me something.  The little 

girl was Hosiana.  She had waited patiently for me to come 

outside to give me a gift and another letter she had written to 

the Smith’s, as she longed to return a small token of her appre-

ciation for their sponsorship and care.   It is so clear to me how 

much this little bit of correspondence meant to this little girl – 

and I think to her sponsors too. 

 

 

The Medical Team that went to Karanse this September did 

health screens on the widows and children. These screens in-

cluded general medical exams that identified acute infections 

which were treated. We also did vision screens and de-worming 

treatment.   Multivitamins were given to all and Iron supplement 

when appropriate.  A very important thing that we did was to 

document the height, weight and upper arm circumference of all 

the children.  Most of the children there are smaller than the same 

age child in the US.  This information will be invaluable when 

future screens are done to determine our progress in fighting the 

battle with malnutrition.  Additionally, most of the children re-

ceived eye exams to identify any vision issues. Many people 

were prayed for and gospel bracelets were given and shared with 

the children.  I believe they saw the compassion of our Lord 

through our endeavors.
